5 SEC. 2. GSA COLLABORATION WITH FEDERAL TENANTS.
6 (a) IN GENERAL.—In carrying out section 2302 of
7 the Thomas R. Carper Water Resources Development Act
8 of 2024 (40 U.S.C. 584 note), the Administrator of the
9 General Services Administration shall—
10 (1) collaborate with tenants of federally-leased
11 space to better identify concerns among Federal
12 agencies around shared-space arrangements;
13 (2) work to develop a criteria that would facili-
14 tate the expanded wuse of space-sharing or collo-
15 cating;
16 (3) identify how special-use spaces can be used
17 to Improve space-sharing or collocating; and
18 (4) establish measurable objectives, in consulta-
19 tion with the tenants of federally-leased space, to
20 quantify the success of shared-space arrangements
21 among Federal agencies.
22 (b) BRIEFING.—Not later than 6 months after the

23 date of enactment of this Act, the Administrator shall
24 brief the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure
25 of the House of Representatives and the Committee on

26 Environment and Public Works of the Senate on the im-
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I plementation of the requirements described in subsection
2 (a).
