Making appropriations for military construction, the Depart-

ment of Veterans Affairs, and related agencies for the 

fiscal year ending September 30, 2026, and for other 

purposes. 
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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for 4

military construction, the Department of Veterans Affairs, 5

and related agencies for the fiscal year ending September 6

30, 2026, and for other purposes, namely: 7

TITLE I 8

DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE 9

MILITARY CONSTRUCTION, ARMY 10

For acquisition, construction, installation, and equip-11

ment of temporary or permanent public works, military 12

installations, facilities, and real property for the Army as 13

currently authorized by law, including personnel in the 14

Army Corps of Engineers and other personal services nec-15

essary for the purposes of this appropriation, and for con-16

struction and operation of facilities in support of the func-17

tions of the Commander in Chief, $2,103,657,000, to re-18

main available until September 30, 2030: Provided, That, 19

of this amount, not to exceed $321,838,000 shall be avail-20

able for study, planning, design, architect and engineer 21

services, and host nation support, as authorized by law, 22

unless the Secretary of the Army determines that addi-23

tional obligations are necessary for such purposes and no-24

tifies the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses 25
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of Congress of the determination and the reasons therefor: 1

Provided further, That of the amount made available 2

under this heading, $77,300,000 shall be for the projects 3

and activities, and in the amounts, specified in the table 4

under the heading ‘‘Military Construction, Army’’ in the 5

report accompanying this Act, in addition to amounts oth-6

erwise available for such purposes. 7

MILITARY CONSTRUCTION, NAVY AND MARINE CORPS 8

For acquisition, construction, installation, and equip-9

ment of temporary or permanent public works, naval in-10

stallations, facilities, and real property for the Navy and 11

Marine Corps as currently authorized by law, including 12

personnel in the Naval Facilities Engineering Command 13

and other personal services necessary for the purposes of 14

this appropriation, $4,104,499,000, to remain available 15

until September 30, 2030: Provided, That, of this amount, 16

not to exceed $526,821,000 shall be available for study, 17

planning, design, and architect and engineer services, as 18

authorized by law, unless the Secretary of the Navy deter-19

mines that additional obligations are necessary for such 20

purposes and notifies the Committees on Appropriations 21

of both Houses of Congress of the determination and the 22

reasons therefor: Provided further, That of the amount 23

made available under this heading, $155,100,000 shall be 24

for the projects and activities, and in the amounts, speci-25
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fied in the table under the heading ‘‘Military Construction, 1

Navy and Marine Corps’’ in the report accompanying this 2

Act, in addition to amounts otherwise available for such 3

purposes. 4

MILITARY CONSTRUCTION, AIR FORCE 5

For acquisition, construction, installation, and equip-6

ment of temporary or permanent public works, military 7

installations, facilities, and real property for the Air Force 8

as currently authorized by law, $3,169,526,000, to remain 9

available until September 30, 2030: Provided, That, of this 10

amount, not to exceed $460,886,000 shall be available for 11

study, planning, design, and architect and engineer serv-12

ices, as authorized by law, unless the Secretary of the Air 13

Force determines that additional obligations are necessary 14

for such purposes and notifies the Committees on Appro-15

priations of both Houses of Congress of the determination 16

and the reasons therefor: Provided further, That of the 17

amount made available under this heading, $32,400,000 18

shall be for the projects and activities, and in the amounts, 19

specified in the table under the heading ‘‘Military Con-20

struction, Air Force’’ in the report accompanying this Act, 21

in addition to amounts otherwise available for such pur-22

poses. 23
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MILITARY CONSTRUCTION, DEFENSE-WIDE 1

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 2

For acquisition, construction, installation, and equip-3

ment of temporary or permanent public works, installa-4

tions, facilities, and real property for activities and agen-5

cies of the Department of Defense (other than the military 6

departments), as currently authorized by law, 7

$3,963,383,000, to remain available until September 30, 8

2030: Provided, That such amounts of this appropriation 9

as may be determined by the Secretary of Defense may 10

be transferred to such appropriations of the Department 11

of Defense available for military construction or family 12

housing as the Secretary may designate, to be merged with 13

and to be available for the same purposes, and for the 14

same time period, as the appropriation or fund to which 15

transferred: Provided further, That, of the amount, not to 16

exceed $822,998,000 shall be available for study, plan-17

ning, design, and architect and engineer services, as au-18

thorized by law, unless the Secretary of Defense deter-19

mines that additional obligations are necessary for such 20

purposes and notifies the Committees on Appropriations 21

of both Houses of Congress of the determination and the 22

reasons therefor: Provided further, That of the amount 23

made available under this heading, $82,000,000 shall be 24

for the projects and activities, and in the amounts, speci-25
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fied in the table under the heading ‘‘Military Construction, 1

Defense-Wide’’ in the report accompanying this Act, in ad-2

dition to amounts otherwise available for such purposes. 3

MILITARY CONSTRUCTION, ARMY NATIONAL GUARD 4

For construction, acquisition, expansion, rehabilita-5

tion, and conversion of facilities for the training and ad-6

ministration of the Army National Guard, and contribu-7

tions therefor, as authorized by chapter 1803 of title 10, 8

United States Code, and Military Construction Authoriza-9

tion Acts, $358,489,000, to remain available until Sep-10

tember 30, 2030: Provided, That, of the amount, not to 11

exceed $47,439,000 shall be available for study, planning, 12

design, and architect and engineer services, as authorized 13

by law, unless the Director of the Army National Guard 14

determines that additional obligations are necessary for 15

such purposes and notifies the Committees on Appropria-16

tions of both Houses of Congress of the determination and 17

the reasons therefor. 18

MILITARY CONSTRUCTION, AIR NATIONAL GUARD 19

For construction, acquisition, expansion, rehabilita-20

tion, and conversion of facilities for the training and ad-21

ministration of the Air National Guard, and contributions 22

therefor, as authorized by chapter 1803 of title 10, United 23

States Code, and Military Construction Authorization 24

Acts, $210,492,000, to remain available until September 25
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30, 2030: Provided, That, of the amount, not to exceed 1

$36,092,000 shall be available for study, planning, design, 2

and architect and engineer services, as authorized by law, 3

unless the Director of the Air National Guard determines 4

that additional obligations are necessary for such purposes 5

and notifies the Committees on Appropriations of both 6

Houses of Congress of the determination and the reasons 7

therefor. 8

MILITARY CONSTRUCTION, ARMY RESERVE 9

For construction, acquisition, expansion, rehabilita-10

tion, and conversion of facilities for the training and ad-11

ministration of the Army Reserve as authorized by chapter 12

1803 of title 10, United States Code, and Military Con-13

struction Authorization Acts, $305,032,000, to remain 14

available until September 30, 2030: Provided, That, of the 15

amount, not to exceed $31,508,000 shall be available for 16

study, planning, design, and architect and engineer serv-17

ices, as authorized by law, unless the Chief of the Army 18

Reserve determines that additional obligations are nec-19

essary for such purposes and notifies the Committees on 20

Appropriations of both Houses of Congress of the deter-21

mination and the reasons therefor: Provided further, That 22

of the amount made available under this heading, 23

$50,000,000 shall be for the projects and activities, and 24

in the amounts, specified in the table under the heading 25
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‘‘Military Construction, Army Reserve’’ in the report ac-1

companying this Act, in addition to amounts otherwise 2

available for such purposes. 3

MILITARY CONSTRUCTION, NAVY RESERVE 4

For construction, acquisition, expansion, rehabilita-5

tion, and conversion of facilities for the training and ad-6

ministration of the reserve components of the Navy and 7

Marine Corps as authorized by chapter 1803 of title 10, 8

United States Code, and Military Construction Authoriza-9

tion Acts, $79,829,000, to remain available until Sep-10

tember 30, 2030: Provided, That, of the amount, not to 11

exceed $3,219,000 shall be available for study, planning, 12

design, and architect and engineer services, as authorized 13

by law, unless the Secretary of the Navy determines that 14

additional obligations are necessary for such purposes and 15

notifies the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses 16

of Congress of the determination and the reasons therefor: 17

Provided further, That, of the amount made available 18

under this heading, $50,000,000 shall be for the projects 19

and activities, and in the amounts, specified in the table 20

under the heading ‘‘Military Construction, Navy Reserve’’ 21

in the report accompanying this Act, in addition to 22

amounts otherwise available for such purposes. 23
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MILITARY CONSTRUCTION, AIR FORCE RESERVE 1

For construction, acquisition, expansion, rehabilita-2

tion, and conversion of facilities for the training and ad-3

ministration of the Air Force Reserve as authorized by 4

chapter 1803 of title 10, United States Code, and Military 5

Construction Authorization Acts, $37,863,000, to remain 6

available until September 30, 2030: Provided, That, of the 7

amount, not to exceed $20,162,000 shall be available for 8

study, planning, design, and architect and engineer serv-9

ices, as authorized by law, unless the Chief of the Air 10

Force Reserve determines that additional obligations are 11

necessary for such purposes and notifies the Committees 12

on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress of the de-13

termination and the reasons therefor: Provided further, 14

That of the amount made available under this heading, 15

$3,200,000 shall be for the projects and activities, and in 16

the amounts, specified in the table under the heading 17

‘‘Military Construction, Air Force Reserve’’ in the report 18

accompanying this Act, in addition to amounts otherwise 19

made available for such purposes. 20

NORTH ATLANTIC TREATY ORGANIZATION 21

SECURITY INVESTMENT PROGRAM 22

For the United States share of the cost of the North 23

Atlantic Treaty Organization Security Investment Pro-24

gram for the acquisition and construction of military fa-25
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cilities and installations (including international military 1

headquarters) and for related expenses for the collective 2

defense of the North Atlantic Treaty Area as authorized 3

by section 2806 of title 10, United States Code, and Mili-4

tary Construction Authorization Acts, $293,434,000, to 5

remain available until expended. 6

DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE BASE CLOSURE ACCOUNT 7

For deposit into the Department of Defense Base 8

Closure Account, established by section 2906(a) of the De-9

fense Base Closure and Realignment Act of 1990 (10 10

U.S.C. 2687 note), $489,174,000, to remain available 11

until expended. 12

FAMILY HOUSING CONSTRUCTION, ARMY 13

For expenses of family housing for the Army for con-14

struction, including acquisition, replacement, addition, ex-15

pansion, extension, and alteration, as authorized by law, 16

$276,647,000, to remain available until September 30, 17

2030. 18

FAMILY HOUSING OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, 19

ARMY 20

For expenses of family housing for the Army for op-21

eration and maintenance, including debt payment, leasing, 22

minor construction, principal and interest charges, and in-23

surance premiums, as authorized by law, $495,369,000. 24
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FAMILY HOUSING CONSTRUCTION, NAVY AND MARINE 1

CORPS 2

For expenses of family housing for the Navy and Ma-3

rine Corps for construction, including acquisition, replace-4

ment, addition, expansion, extension, and alteration, as 5

authorized by law, $245,742,000, to remain available until 6

September 30, 2030. 7

FAMILY HOUSING OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, 8

NAVY AND MARINE CORPS 9

For expenses of family housing for the Navy and Ma-10

rine Corps for operation and maintenance, including debt 11

payment, leasing, minor construction, principal and inter-12

est charges, and insurance premiums, as authorized by 13

law, $397,217,000. 14

FAMILY HOUSING CONSTRUCTION, AIR FORCE 15

For expenses of family housing for the Air Force for 16

construction, including acquisition, replacement, addition, 17

expansion, extension, and alteration, as authorized by law, 18

$221,549,000, to remain available until September 30, 19

2030. 20

FAMILY HOUSING OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, AIR 21

FORCE 22

For expenses of family housing for the Air Force for 23

operation and maintenance, including debt payment, leas-24

ing, minor construction, principal and interest charges, 25
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and insurance premiums, as authorized by law, 1

$346,250,000. 2

FAMILY HOUSING OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, 3

DEFENSE-WIDE 4

For expenses of family housing for the activities and 5

agencies of the Department of Defense (other than the 6

military departments) for operation and maintenance, 7

leasing, and minor construction, as authorized by law, 8

$52,156,000. 9

DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE 10

FAMILY HOUSING IMPROVEMENT FUND 11

For the Department of Defense Family Housing Im-12

provement Fund, $8,195,000, to remain available until ex-13

pended, for family housing initiatives undertaken pursu-14

ant to section 2883 of title 10, United States Code, pro-15

viding alternative means of acquiring and improving mili-16

tary family housing and supporting facilities. 17

DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE 18

MILITARY UNACCOMPANIED HOUSING IMPROVEMENT 19

FUND 20

For the Department of Defense Military Unaccom-21

panied Housing Improvement Fund, $497,000, to remain 22

available until expended, for unaccompanied housing ini-23

tiatives undertaken pursuant to section 2883 of title 10, 24

United States Code, providing alternative means of acquir-25
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ing and improving military unaccompanied housing and 1

supporting facilities. 2

ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS 3

SEC. 101. None of the funds made available in this 4

title shall be expended for payments under a cost-plus-a- 5

fixed-fee contract for construction, where cost estimates 6

exceed $25,000, to be performed within the United States, 7

except Alaska, without the specific approval in writing of 8

the Secretary of Defense setting forth the reasons there-9

for. 10

SEC. 102. Funds made available in this title for con-11

struction shall be available for hire of passenger motor ve-12

hicles. 13

SEC. 103. Funds made available in this title for con-14

struction may be used for advances to the Federal High-15

way Administration, Department of Transportation, for 16

the construction of access roads as authorized by section 17

210 of title 23, United States Code, when projects author-18

ized therein are certified as important to the national de-19

fense by the Secretary of Defense. 20

SEC. 104. None of the funds made available in this 21

title may be used to begin construction of new bases in 22

the United States for which specific appropriations have 23

not been made. 24
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SEC. 105. None of the funds made available in this 1

title shall be used for purchase of land or land easements 2

in excess of 100 percent of the value as determined by 3

the Army Corps of Engineers or the Naval Facilities Engi-4

neering Command, except: (1) where there is a determina-5

tion of value by a Federal court; (2) purchases negotiated 6

by the Attorney General or the designee of the Attorney 7

General; (3) where the estimated value is less than 8

$25,000; or (4) as otherwise determined by the Secretary 9

of Defense to be in the public interest. 10

SEC. 106. None of the funds made available in this 11

title shall be used to: (1) acquire land; (2) provide for site 12

preparation; or (3) install utilities for any family housing, 13

except housing for which funds have been made available 14

in annual Acts making appropriations for military con-15

struction. 16

SEC. 107. None of the funds made available in this 17

title for minor construction may be used to transfer or 18

relocate any activity from one base or installation to an-19

other, without prior notification to the Committees on Ap-20

propriations of both Houses of Congress. 21

SEC. 108. None of the funds made available in this 22

title may be used for the procurement of steel for any con-23

struction project or activity for which American steel pro-24
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ducers, fabricators, and manufacturers have been denied 1

the opportunity to compete for such steel procurement. 2

SEC. 109. None of the funds available to the Depart-3

ment of Defense for military construction or family hous-4

ing during the current fiscal year may be used to pay real 5

property taxes in any foreign nation. 6

SEC. 110. None of the funds made available in this 7

title may be used to initiate a new installation overseas 8

without prior notification to the Committees on Appro-9

priations of both Houses of Congress. 10

SEC. 111. None of the funds made available in this 11

title may be obligated for architect and engineer contracts 12

estimated by the Government to exceed $500,000 for 13

projects to be accomplished in Japan, in any North Atlan-14

tic Treaty Organization member country, or in countries 15

bordering the Arabian Gulf, unless such contracts are 16

awarded to United States firms or United States firms 17

in joint venture with host nation firms. 18

SEC. 112. None of the funds made available in this 19

title for military construction in the United States terri-20

tories and possessions in the Pacific and on Kwajalein 21

Atoll, or in countries bordering the Arabian Gulf, may be 22

used to award any contract estimated by the Government 23

to exceed $1,000,000 to a foreign contractor: Provided, 24

That this section shall not be applicable to contract 25
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awards for which the lowest responsive and responsible bid 1

of a United States contractor exceeds the lowest respon-2

sive and responsible bid of a foreign contractor by greater 3

than 20 percent: Provided further, That this section shall 4

not apply to contract awards for military construction on 5

Kwajalein Atoll for which the lowest responsive and re-6

sponsible bid is submitted by a Marshallese contractor. 7

SEC. 113. The Secretary of Defense shall inform the 8

appropriate committees of both Houses of Congress, in-9

cluding the Committees on Appropriations, of plans and 10

scope of any proposed military exercise involving United 11

States personnel 30 days prior to its occurring, if amounts 12

expended for construction, either temporary or permanent, 13

are anticipated to exceed $100,000. 14

SEC. 114. Funds appropriated to the Department of 15

Defense for construction in prior years shall be available 16

for construction authorized for each such military depart-17

ment by the authorizations enacted into law during the 18

current session of Congress. 19

SEC. 115. For military construction or family housing 20

projects that are being completed with funds otherwise ex-21

pired or lapsed for obligation, expired or lapsed funds may 22

be used to pay the cost of associated supervision, inspec-23

tion, overhead, engineering and design on those projects 24

and on subsequent claims, if any. 25
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SEC. 116. Notwithstanding any other provision of 1

law, any funds made available to a military department 2

or defense agency for the construction of military projects 3

may be obligated for a military construction project or 4

contract, or for any portion of such a project or contract, 5

at any time before the end of the fourth fiscal year after 6

the fiscal year for which funds for such project were made 7

available, if the funds obligated for such project: (1) are 8

obligated from funds available for military construction 9

projects; and (2) do not exceed the amount appropriated 10

for such project, plus any amount by which the cost of 11

such project is increased pursuant to law. 12

SEC. 117. Subject to 30 days prior notification, or 13

14 days for a notification provided in an electronic me-14

dium pursuant to sections 480 and 2883 of title 10, 15

United States Code, to the Committees on Appropriations 16

of both Houses of Congress, such additional amounts as 17

may be determined by the Secretary of Defense may be 18

transferred to: (1) the Department of Defense Family 19

Housing Improvement Fund from amounts appropriated 20

for construction in ‘‘Family Housing’’ accounts, to be 21

merged with and to be available for the same purposes 22

and for the same period of time as amounts appropriated 23

directly to the Fund; or (2) the Department of Defense 24

Military Unaccompanied Housing Improvement Fund 25
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from amounts appropriated for construction of military 1

unaccompanied housing in ‘‘Military Construction’’ ac-2

counts, to be merged with and to be available for the same 3

purposes and for the same period of time as amounts ap-4

propriated directly to the Fund: Provided, That appropria-5

tions made available to the Funds shall be available to 6

cover the costs, as defined in section 502(5) of the Con-7

gressional Budget Act of 1974, of direct loans or loan 8

guarantees issued by the Department of Defense pursuant 9

to the provisions of subchapter IV of chapter 169 of title 10

10, United States Code, pertaining to alternative means 11

of acquiring and improving military family housing, mili-12

tary unaccompanied housing, and supporting facilities. 13

SEC. 118. In addition to any other transfer authority 14

available to the Department of Defense, amounts may be 15

transferred from the Department of Defense Base Closure 16

Account to the fund established by section 1013(d) of the 17

Demonstration Cities and Metropolitan Development Act 18

of 1966 (42 U.S.C. 3374) to pay for expenses associated 19

with the Homeowners Assistance Program incurred under 20

42 U.S.C. 3374(a)(1)(A). Any amounts transferred shall 21

be merged with and be available for the same purposes 22

and for the same time period as the fund to which trans-23

ferred. 24
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SEC. 119. Notwithstanding any other provision of 1

law, funds made available in this title for operation and 2

maintenance of family housing shall be the exclusive 3

source of funds for repair and maintenance of all family 4

housing units, including general or flag officer quarters: 5

Provided, That not more than $20,000 per unit may be 6

spent annually for the maintenance and repair of any gen-7

eral or flag officer quarters without 30 days prior notifica-8

tion, or 14 days for a notification provided in an electronic 9

medium pursuant to sections 480 and 2883 of title 10, 10

United States Code, to the Committees on Appropriations 11

of both Houses of Congress, except that an after-the-fact 12

notification shall be submitted if the limitation is exceeded 13

solely due to costs associated with environmental remedi-14

ation that could not be reasonably anticipated at the time 15

of the budget submission: Provided further, That the 16

Under Secretary of Defense (Comptroller) is to report an-17

nually to the Committees on Appropriations of both 18

Houses of Congress all operation and maintenance ex-19

penditures for each individual general or flag officer quar-20

ters for the prior fiscal year. 21

SEC. 120. Amounts contained in the Ford Island Im-22

provement Account established by subsection (h) of sec-23

tion 2814 of title 10, United States Code, are appro-24

priated and shall be available until expended for the pur-25
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poses specified in subsection (i)(1) of such section or until 1

transferred pursuant to subsection (i)(3) of such section. 2

SEC. 121. During the 5-year period after appropria-3

tions available in this Act to the Department of Defense 4

for military construction and family housing operation and 5

maintenance and construction have expired for obligation, 6

upon a determination that such appropriations will not be 7

necessary for the liquidation of obligations or for making 8

authorized adjustments to such appropriations for obliga-9

tions incurred during the period of availability of such ap-10

propriations, unobligated balances of such appropriations 11

may be transferred into the appropriation ‘‘Foreign Cur-12

rency Fluctuations, Construction, Defense’’, to be merged 13

with and to be available for the same time period and for 14

the same purposes as the appropriation to which trans-15

ferred. 16

SEC. 122. Amounts appropriated or otherwise made 17

available in an account funded under the headings in this 18

title may be transferred among projects and activities 19

within the account in accordance with the reprogramming 20

guidelines for military construction and family housing 21

construction contained in Department of Defense Finan-22

cial Management Regulation 7000.14–R, Volume 3, Chap-23

ter 7, of April 2021, as in effect on the date of enactment 24

of this Act. 25
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SEC. 123. None of the funds made available in this 1

title may be obligated or expended for planning and design 2

and construction of projects at Arlington National Ceme-3

tery. 4

SEC. 124. For an additional amount for the accounts 5

and in the amounts specified, to remain available until 6

September 30, 2030: 7

‘‘Military Construction, Army’’, $100,000,000; 8

‘‘Military Construction, Navy and Marine 9

Corps’’, $100,000,000; 10

‘‘Military Construction, Air Force’’, 11

$100,000,000; 12

‘‘Military Construction, Army National Guard’’, 13

$40,000,000; 14

‘‘Military Construction, Air National Guard’’, 15

$80,000,000; 16

‘‘Military Construction, Army Reserve’’, 17

$40,000,000; 18

‘‘Military Construction, Air Force Reserve’’, 19

$40,000,000; and 20

Provided, That such funds may only be obligated to carry 21

out construction and cost to complete projects identified 22

in the respective military department’s unfunded priority 23

list for fiscal year 2025 or fiscal year 2026 submitted to 24

Congress: Provided further, That such projects are subject 25
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to authorization prior to obligation and expenditure of 1

funds to carry out construction: Provided further, That not 2

later than 60 days after enactment of this Act, the Sec-3

retary of the military department concerned, or their des-4

ignee, shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations 5

of both Houses of Congress an expenditure plan for funds 6

provided under this section. 7

SEC. 125. All amounts appropriated to the ‘‘Depart-8

ment of Defense—Military Construction, Army’’, ‘‘De-9

partment of Defense—Military Construction, Navy and 10

Marine Corps’’, ‘‘Department of Defense—Military Con-11

struction, Air Force’’, and ‘‘Department of Defense—Mili-12

tary Construction, Defense-Wide’’ accounts pursuant to 13

the authorization of appropriations in a National Defense 14

Authorization Act specified for fiscal year 2026 in the 15

funding table in section 4601 of that Act shall be imme-16

diately available and allotted to contract for the full scope 17

of authorized projects. 18

SEC. 404. Unless stated otherwise, all reports and no-19

tifications required by this Act shall be submitted to the 20

Subcommittee on Military Construction and Veterans Af-21

fairs, and Related Agencies of the Committee on Appro-22

priations of the House of Representatives and the Sub-23

committee on Military Construction and Veterans Affairs, 24
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and Related Agencies of the Committee on Appropriations 1

of the Senate. 2

SEC. 405. None of the funds made available in this 3

Act may be transferred to any department, agency, or in-4

strumentality of the United States Government except 5

pursuant to a transfer made by, or transfer authority pro-6

vided in, this or any other appropriations Act. 7

SEC. 406. None of the funds made available in this 8

Act may be used for a project or program named for an 9

individual serving as a Member, Delegate, or Resident 10

Commissioner of the United States House of Representa-11

tives. 12

SEC. 407. (a) Any agency receiving funds made avail-13

able in this Act, shall, subject to subsections (b) and (c), 14

post on the public Web site of that agency any report re-15

quired to be submitted by the Congress in this or any 16

other Act, upon the determination by the head of the agen-17

cy that it shall serve the national interest. 18

(b) Subsection (a) shall not apply to a report if— 19

(1) the public posting of the report com-20

promises national security; or 21

(2) the report contains confidential or propri-22

etary information. 23

(c) The head of the agency posting such report shall 24

do so only after such report has been made available to 25
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the requesting Committee or Committees of Congress for 1

no less than 30days. 2

SEC. 408. (a) None of the funds made available in 3

this Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer 4

network unless such network blocks the viewing, 5

downloading, and exchanging of pornography. 6

(b) Nothing in subsection (a) shall limit the use of 7

funds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local law 8

enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out crimi-9

nal investigations, prosecution, or adjudication activities. 10

SEC. 409. None of the funds made available in this 11

Act may be used by an agency of the executive branch 12

to pay for first-class travel by an employee of the agency 13

in contravention of sections 301–10.122 through 301– 14

10.124 of title 41, Code of Federal Regulations. 15

SEC. 410. None of the funds made available in this 16

Act may be used to execute a contract for goods or serv-17

ices, including construction services, where the contractor 18

has not complied with Executive Order No. 12989. 19

SEC. 411. None of the funds made available by this 20

Act may be used in contravention of section 101(e)(8) of 21

title 10, United States Code. 22

SEC. 412. (a) IN GENERAL.—None of the funds ap-23

propriated or otherwise made available to the Department 24

of Defense in this Act may be used to construct, renovate, 25
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or expand any facility in the United States, its territories, 1

or possessions to house any individual detained at United 2

States Naval Station, Guantánamo Bay, Cuba, for the 3

purposes of detention or imprisonment in the custody or 4

under the control of the Department of Defense. 5

(b) The prohibition in subsection (a) shall not apply 6

to any modification of facilities at United States Naval 7

Station, Guantánamo Bay, Cuba. 8

(c) An individual described in this subsection is any 9

individual who, as of June 24, 2009, is located at United 10

States Naval Station, Guantánamo Bay, Cuba, and who— 11

(1) is not a citizen of the United States or a 12

member of the Armed Forces of the United States; 13

and 14

(2) is— 15

(A) in the custody or under the effective 16

control of the Department of Defense; or 17

(B) otherwise under detention at United 18

States Naval Station, Guantánamo Bay, Cuba. 19

SEC. 413. None of the funds appropriated by this Act 20

may be used in any way, directly or indirectly, to influence 21

congressional action on any legislation or appropriation 22

matter pending before Congress, other than to commu-23

nicate to Members of Congress as described in 18 U.S.C. 24

1913. 25
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SEC. 414. For an additional amount for the ‘‘Office 1

of the Secretary’’, $1,500,000, to remain available until 2

expended, for the Secretary to enter into an agreement 3

with the National Academies of Sciences, Engineering, 4

and Medicine to conduct a study on the prevalence and 5

mortality of cancers among individuals who served as ac-6

tive-duty aircrew in the Armed Forces: Provided, That the 7

panel or panels established by the National Academies 8

Sciences, Engineering, and Medicine to conduct the study 9

shall identify exposures associated with military occupa-10

tions of covered individuals, including relating to chemi-11

cals, compounds, agents, and other phenomena: Provided 12

further, the study shall review the literature to determine 13

associations between exposures and the incidence of over-14

416. (a) None of the funds appropriated by this 9

Act or otherwise made available for fiscal year 2026 for 10

the Department of Veterans Affairs may be obligated, 11

awarded, or expended to procure or purchase covered in-12

formation technology equipment in cases where the manu-13

facturer, bidder, or offeror, or any subsidiary or parent 14

entity of the manufacturer, bidder, or offeror, of the 15

equipment is an entity or parent company of an entity list-16

ed on any of the following: 17

(1) The Chinese Military Company List of the 18

Department of Defense. 19

(2) The Non-SDN Chinese Military Industrial 20

Complex Companies List of the Department of the 21

(3) The Denied Persons List, Entity List, or 23

Military End User List of the Department of Com-24

merce, if the entity is— 25
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(A) an agency or instrumentality of the 1

People’s Republic of China; 2

(B) an entity headquartered in the Peo-3

ple’s Republic of China; or 4

(C) directly or indirectly owned or con-5

trolled by an agency, instrumentality, or entity 6

described in subparagraph (A) or (B). 7

(4) The Uyghur Forced Labor Prevention Act 8

Entity List of the Department of Homeland Secu-9

rity. 10

(b) The prohibition under subsection (a) shall apply 11

to a case in which the Secretary of Veterans Affairs has 12

entered into a contract with a non-Department entity for 13

the procurement or purchase of, or the expenditure of 14

funds on, covered information technology equipment. 15

(c) In this section, the term ‘‘covered information 16

technology equipment’’— 17

(1) means a computer, printer, or interoperable 18

videoconferencing equipment for direct use by em-19

ployees of the Department of Veterans Affairs in an 20

office environment; and 21

(2) does not include services that use such 22

equipment, including cloud services. 23

SEC. 417. None of the funds appropriated or other-24

wise made available in this Act may be used to— 25
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(1) Classify or facilitate the classification of any 1

communications by a United States person as a mis- 2

, dis-, or mal-information; or 3

(2) Partner with or fund nonprofit or other pri-4

vate organizations that in any way instruct, influ-5

ence, direct, or recommend that private companies in 6

any way censor, prohibit, or obstruct lawful and con-7

stitutionally protected speech of United States per-8

sons, including recommending the censoring or re-9

moval of content on social media platforms. 10

SEC. 418. The Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall en-11

sure that the policies and requirements described in the 12

transmittal sheet of the Veterans Health Administration 13

published on August 8, 2019, titled ‘‘Smoke-Free Policy 14

for Employees at VA Health Care Facilities (VHA Direc-15

tive 1085.01)’’ remain in effect. 16

Act may be used to reduce the staffing, hours of operation, 18

or services of the Veterans Crisis Line or any other suicide 19

prevention program of the Department of Veterans Af-20

fairs.
