Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Primacy Certainty Act

of 20257,
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(a) AMENDMENTS.

FOR CLASS VI WELLS.

Section 1422(b) of the Safe

Drinking Water Act (42 U.S.C. 300h—=1(b)) is amended—

(1) in paragraph (2)—

(A) by striking “(2) Within ninety days”
and inserting the following:
“(2) REQUIRED TIMELINE.—

“(A) DEFINITION OF (CLASS VI WELL.—In
this paragraph, the term ‘Class VI well’ has the
meaning given the term in section 40306(a) of
the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (42
U.S.C. 300h-9(a)).

“(B) GENERAL DEADLINE FOR RE-
SPONSE.—Within 90 days’’; and

(B) by adding at the end the following:

“(C) NOTICE RELATED TO STATE PRIMARY
ENFORCEMENT RESPONSIBILITY FOR CLASS VI

WELLS.

“(1) NOTICE TO STATE.—If the Ad-
ministrator does not approve, disapprove,
or approve in part and disapprove in part
the State’s underground injection control
program for Class VI wells by not later
than 180 days after the date on which the

application of the State is submitted under
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paragraph (1)(A) or notice of the State is
submitted under paragraph (1)(B), the Ad-
ministrator shall transmit to the State, in
writing, a detailed explanation that de-

scribes—

“(I) the status of the review of
the application or notice, as applica-
ble;

“(IT) the reason for which a deci-
sion with respect to that application
or notice has not yet been made; and

“(IIT) an itemized list of specific
deficiencies with the application or no-
tice to be addressed to receive ap-
proval of that application or notice, in
accordance with the requirements of
this title.

“(i1)  AUTOMATIC APPROVAL FOR

“(I) IN GENERAL.—If the Ad-
ministrator has not approved, dis-
approved, or approved in part and dis-
approved in part a complete applica-
tion submitted under paragraph

(1)(A) or notice submitted under
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paragraph (1)(B) of a State’s under-
oround injection control program to
regulate Class VI wells in writing by
not later than the date that is 30 days
after the end of the 180-day period
described in clause (i), that applica-
tion or notice shall be considered ap-
proved by the Administrator if the
State has established and imple-
mented a primary enforcement au-
thority program for 1 or more other
classes of underground injection con-
trol wells (including adequate record-
keeping and reporting) to prevent un-
derground injection that endangers
drinking water sources.

“(II) DETERMINATION OF COM-

PLETENESS.

“(aa) DEADLINE.—The Ad-
ministrator shall determine
whether an application submitted
under paragraph (1)(A) or notice
submitted  under  paragraph
(1)(B) 1s complete for purposes

of subclause (I), and provide no-
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tice to the State of any defi-
ciencies in that application or no-
tice, by not later than 10 days
after the date on which the State
submits the application or notice.
“(bb) KFAILURE TO MAKE
DETERMINATION CONCERNING
COMPLETENESS OF CLASS VI PRI-
MACY  APPLICATION OR  NO-
TICE.—If the Administrator has
not made a determination under
item (aa) by the end of the 10-
day period described in that item,
on request of the State that sub-
mitted the application or notice,
the application or notice shall be
considered administratively com-

plete.
“(D) PENDING PERMITS AND APPLICA-

TIONS FOR CLASS VI WELLS.

With respect to
Class VI wells and the efforts of a State to ob-
tain from the Administrator primary enforce-
ment responsibility of Class VI wells, following
the approval of an application under paragraph

(1)(A) or notice under paragraph (1)(B) for a

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State, the Administrator shall, as expeditiously

as possible—

“(1) render a decision on any pending
permits or applications for the operation of
Class VI wells in the State prior to that
State assuming primary enforcement re-
sponsibility for Class VI wells; and

“(i1) transfer to that State all pending
permits, applications, and other informa-
tion relevant to operating an underground
injection control program to regulate Class
VI wells not already in possession of the
State following that State assuming pri-
mary enforcement responsibility for Class
VI wells.

“(E) GROUNDS FOR DENIAL OF CLASS VI

A denial or approval in

part and disapproval in part with respect to an
application under paragraph (1)(A) or notice
under paragraph (1)(B) for a State to operate
an underground injection control program to
regulate Class VI wells shall be based solely on
a finding by the Administrator that the State
does not meet the criteria described in para-

oraph (1)(A).

“(F) NO CONDITIONS FOR DECISIONS.—
The Administrator shall not condition the ap-
proval of an application under paragraph (1)(A)
or notice under paragraph (1)(B) for a State to
operate an underground injection control pro-
oram to regulate Class VI wells on the inclusion
of—

“(1) provisions not otherwise included
in the application or notice on the date of
submission; or

“(i1) any other provision not otherwise
explicitly required by this title.”; and

(2) by adding at the end the following:

“(5) PREAPPLICATION ACTIVITIES FOR CLASS

VI WELLS.—With respect to Class VI wells (as de-
fined in paragraph (2)(A)) and the efforts of a State
to obtain from the Administrator primary enforce-
ment responsibility of Class VI wells (as so defined),
the Administrator, acting through the individual des-
ignated under paragraph (6), shall work as expedi-
tiously as possible with States to complete any nec-
