Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2
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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 1

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Public Lands Military 2

Readiness Act of 2025’’. 3

(B) by striking ‘‘as ‘Proposed Withdrawal 10

Land’ on the map entitled ‘National Training 11

Center—Proposed Withdrawal of Public Lands 12

for Training Purposes’, dated September 21, 13

2000’’ and inserting ‘‘on the map entitled ‘Fort 14

Irwin Withdrawal’ dated February 28, 2025’’. 15
