SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Tropical Plant Health
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Initiative Act”.
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SEC. 2. TROPICAL PLANT HEALTH INITIATIVE.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 1672(d) of the Food, Ag-
riculture, Conservation, and Trade Act of 1990 (7 U.S.C.
5925(d)) 1s amended by adding at the end the following:

“(21) TROPICAL PLANT HEALTH INITIATIVE.—

Research and extension grants may be made under

this section for the purposes of—

“(A) developing and disseminating science-
based tools and treatments to combat plant
pests and noxious weeds (as those terms are de-
fined in section 403 of the Plant Protection Act
(7 U.S.C. 7702)) that impact tropical plants,
including—

5 “(D) 1investigating biology, immunology,
