sional committees.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Executive Trans-
parency Act”.

SEC. 2. ANNUAL BRIEFING TO CONGRESS.

(a) ANNUAL BRIEFING TO CONGRESS.

Subchapter
IT of chapter 29 of title 5, United States Code, is amended

by adding at the end the following new section:
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“§ 2955. Annual briefing to Congress

“The following officials shall provide an annual brief-
ing, in such form and manner as the applicable commit-
tees may require, to the corresponding congressional com-
mittees:

“(1) The Secretary of State; the Committees on
Appropriations of the House of Representatives and
the Senate, the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the
House of Representatives, and the Committee on
Foreign Relations of the Senate.

“(2) The Secretary of the Treasury; the Com-
mittees on Appropriations of the House of Rep-
resentatives and the Senate, the Committee on Fi-
nancial Services of the House of Representatives, the
Committee on Ways and Means of the House of
Representatives, the Committee on Finance of the
Senate, and the Committee on Banking, Housing,
and Urban Affairs of the Senate.

“(3) The Secretary of Defense; the Committees
on Appropriations of the House of Representatives
and the Senate and the Committees on Armed Serv-
ices of the House of Representatives and the Senate.

“(4) The Attorney General; the Committees on
Appropriations of the House of Representatives and
the Senate and the Committees on the Judiciary of

the House of Representatives and the Senate.
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“(5) The Secretary of the Interior; the Commit-
tees on Appropriations of the House of Representa-
tives and the Senate, the Committee on Natural Re-
sources of the House of Representatives, the Com-
mittee on Energy and Natural Resources of the Sen-
ate, and the Committee on Indian Affairs of the
Senate.
