Whereas President Dwight D. Eisenhower first declared ““Na-

canization’s unwavering commitment to serving commu-

Whereas the Salvation Army serves more than 27,000,000

Americans annually, offering compassion, hope, and sup-
port to the most vulnerable populations, including indi-
viduals experiencing homelessness, veterans, seniors,
human trafficking survivors, and those recovering from

addiction;

Whereas the Salvation Army’s Red Kettle Campaign, first
launched in 1891, has become one of the most recogniz-
able and 1mpactful annual charitable traditions, raising

funds to support millions in need each year;

Whereas the Salvation Army continues to be a trusted part-
ner at the local, State, and Federal levels, providing crit-
ical services that address poverty, hunger, and emergency

assistance in times of crisis;

Whereas, across the Nation, the Salvation Army operates
shelters, food pantries, job training programs, and emer-
eency disaster relief efforts that strengthen communities

and 1mprove lives; and

Whereas volunteers, donors, and officers of the Salvation
Army exemplify the spirit of service, working tirelessly to
