SEC. 3. ESTABLISHMENT OF STATE JUDICIAL THREAT IN-
TELLIGENCE AND RESOURCE CENTER.
Section 206(¢) of the State Justice Institute Act of
1984 (42 U.S.C. 10705(¢)) 1s amended—

(1) in paragraph (14), by striking “and” at the
end;

(2) by redesignating paragraph (15) as para-
eraph (16); and

(3) by inserting after paragraph (14) the fol-
lowing:

“(15) to provide financial and technical support
to eligible organizations to establish, implement, and
operate a State judicial threat and intelligence re-
source center to—

“(A) provide technical assistance and
training around judicial security, including—

Not later than 1 year after the date on which a State

23 judicial threat intelligence and resource center is estab-

24 lished under paragraph (15) of section 206(c) of the State

25 Justice Institute Act of 1984, as added by section 3 of
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this Act, the State Justice Institute shall submit to the
Committee on the Judiciary of the Senate and the Com-
mittee on the Judiciary of the House of Representatives
an annual report on the number of threats to State and
local judiciary members and court staff, with breakdown

of types of threats and level of seriousness.
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
